e Those whose parents are both non native Koreans and who have finished or are
expected to finish the whole course of high school in Korea or abroad. But when
those who, after finishing the whole elementary, middle and high school courses
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in more than two countries, try to transfer to a school in the third country but
do not fulfill the necessary period of attendance because of the differences of
systems, we will accept them exceptionally within the period of one
semester(6 months).
