- However, for those who, after finishing all elementary, middle and high school courses in two
countries or more for over 12 years, and try to transfer to a school in the third country, but do
not fulfill the necessary period of attendance due to the differences of the school system, we
will accept them exceptionally when they lack the period of one semester(6 months).
